In the four weeks of Advent leading up to Christmas Day and 
on the day itself we will hear, sing and see the Christmas story 
retold.  We invite you to come and share the story with us in 
the chapels and churches in the Wiverton villages throughout 
December (details on page 6).  There is something to suit 
everyone and you can be assured of a warm welcome. 

I hear people say that Christmas is “magical”; for Christians, 
Christmas isn’t  magical, it’s real because God IS present.  

So amid the decorations, family reunions, the food, parties, 
celebrations and presents, I pray that Christ will be present 
with you this Christmas.

Posada is an old Mexican tradition where young people dressed 
as Mary and Joseph travel from house to house asking for a 
room for the night. On Christmas Eve they would visit the local 
church to re-enact the nativity and place figures of Mary and 
Joseph in a crib. 

Modern day Posada in Britain uses nativity figures of Mary and 
Joseph who travel from place to place. This gives each ‘host’ 
the chance to create their own simple celebration in their home 
or place in the community, making room for Jesus in their lives.

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Having done this for the first time last year, we’d like to invite 
you to join us for 2011. Will you  be a host to Mary and Joseph 
for a night? 

What is involved?
