In June the church will be celebrating three major festivals: As-
cension on 2 June, Pentecost (or Whitsun) on 12 June and Trinity
Sunday on 19 June.

Ascension, held 40 days after Easter Day is always on a Thurs-
day and it has been the tradition in the Wiverton Group for the last
4 years to celebrate this with a an evening Service of Holy Com-
munion followed by the release of Balloons (environmentally
friendly ones) from the Churchyard. This year the host church is All
Saints, Granby. The significance of the balloons is that as we look
upward and watch them ascend we are reminded that the Jesus
disciples looked skyward he ascended to be with the Father.
We attach labels to the  balloons asking that if they are found,
the finder telephones us to see how far they get; the farthest so

far has been the middle of Lincolnshire. Some have not gone far
at all, stuck in the trees in the church yard or in the rafters of the
Church itself when someone let go of the string!

Pentecost is celebrated 10 days later and recalls the coming of
the Holy Spirit to empower the followers of Jesus at the birth of
the Christian Church. The Bible talks about the Holy Spirit coming
like wind and flames so there is a lot of symbolism in the imagery
for Pentecost. Our services across the group will reflect this.

Trinity Sunday Is celebrated the following week acknowledging
that Jesusthe Son has ascended to the Father and has sent us
the Holy Spirit. The doctrine of the Trinity is what distinguishes
Christians from other faiths, we believe that God truly is three per-
sons in one, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
