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Dear Friends 
I wonder how many of us have said, on a longer than 

usual journey,  ñAre we nearly there yet?ò.  It is the cry 

often heard from a child in the back seat on an annual 

summer holiday. I remember the journey down to Devon and Cornwall 
on the old A38. It took a very long time (or so it seemed to us) not just 

because of the distance but because of the inadequacy of the road to 

cope with all of the traffic, and the age of our cars.  

 

We used to play a game which was a variation on ñEye-spyò: the first 

one to see a public óphone box or another car with a Nottingham 

number plate, and finally the first to see the sea which we hadnôt seen 

for a year. Then came the M5 and all of a sudden the places we had  

watched out for and recognised year after year werenôt there anymore 
and we couldnôt remember what it looked like before the motorway.  

  

The dualling of the A46 is similarly a great change, we 

have watched as new roads have been laid and old ones 

absorbed, bridges built and roundabouts created. Of 

course we also watched as their satnav sent people 

south to Leicester or north to Newark on the A46, instead of due east 

into the Vale. Now we are waiting for its completion next summer.  

 

Watching and waiting; we do a lot of that in life. Parents have watched 
their children grow and waited for the special events: the first day of 

school, maybe graduation, a first ñproperò job, perhaps marriage and 

then a new generation. At St Giles, we have watched and waited a long 

time for approval for development work in the Tower and now we have 

to wait for the money to start it. Anyone who has worked hard and 

waited patiently does so in the knowledge that it is worth it in the end.  

  

Watching and waiting involves patience which can sometimes be 

frustrating and even demoralising. We live in a MacDonaldôs culture 
where everything is instant but itôs good to know that in Godôs culture , 

His is  perfect time. His timing is designed to enable us to flourish and 

grow and be the people God purposed us to be. We go on watching and 

waiting and when we ask ñAre we nearly there?ò the answer will be 

ñyesò only when we see Him face to face.
